Reduced speed zones
indicate wildlife crossing areas (these areas are likely
your best chance for seeing wildlife).

The raven totem pole was a landmark in
Jasper for 94 years before being removed
in 2009. A new totem pole will be raised in

the summer//fall of 2010.

For 94 years, a magnificent Haida totem
pole stood proudly
line. It was an important Jasper landmark
and a colourful reminder of the commu-
nitydés early
many years of weather caused structural
damage to the pole. Parks Canada
conservation specialists attempted to
save it but the massive wooden carving
was beyond repair. It became a public
safety hazard and the beautiful totem was
taken down in April 2009.

When the Grand Trunk Pacific Railway
opened a northern rail route across the
mountains to Prince Rupert in 1914,
totem poles were a popular feature of the
route. As part of its promotions, the
railway company acquired some fine
Haida poles for its Prince Rupert and
Jasper stations.

In May 2010, the Raven totem
pole will begin its tour from
Vancouver to Jasper undertaking
a series of educational and
outreach stops in urban and rural
communities.

The Raven totem pole will return
to Jasper in mid June, 2010. On
June 16, the community of Jasper
will bid a fond farewell to the totem
pole as it leaves the town for the
final time and commences its
journey back to Old Massett for
the final repatriation ceremony on .
June 21, 2010. '
Parks Canada has commissioned
a new totem pole for Jasper. The
Haida have chosen the carvers
and work has begun on the new
pole. The final carving of the pole
will take place in Jasper as part of
an AAboriginal

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MAPS Bird Banding Station Returns for 6th Season

The Jasper Bird Banding Station was another roaring success in 2009 and we are revving
up for another great season -- our sixth! Our station is part of a network of over 500 banding
sites across North America, run by volunteers. The information gained from these stations
is collected each year during the breeding season. The data are coordinated annually by
the Institute for Bird Populations (www.birdpop.org/).

2009 Results

In 2009, 25 committed volunteers helped out over 6 banding days between June and
August to collect important data on the survival and productivity of birds. That is, who
survives to be captured in subsequent years and how many young birds are produced at the
site. We banded 126 new birds and recaptured 52 birds that were banded in previous Getting up close and personal with song-
years. Over ¥ of our birds had survived at least one winter to return to the breeding birds at Pyramid Lake.

Get Your Hands Dirty on the Trails This Summer

Friends of Jasper volunteers take part in
trail restoration. Get involved this summer!

Well, the trail season is upon us once
again! Anxious hikers, bikers, runners
and horse riders are set to hit the trails
and take in the sensory overload offered
by Jasper's amazing trail network.

Last season, the Jasper Trails Project
Working Group, with Parks Canada,
wrapped up their volunteer efforts by
finalizing the Three Valley Confluence
Trail Network Plan.  Over the next
several years, recommendations from
the approved plan will become a reality
on our valley trails.

Here is a snapshot of some of the
changes you will see this season:

bl A 2 km trail through the Whistler
Campground will be constructed.
This will provide opportunities for
interpretation and will connect to
the Wapiti Trail, bringing campers
into town.

bl As recommended by the flower-
lovers, the Athabasca River-side
section of the Overlander Trail will
become "hiker-only". New signage
will be placed to communicate the
change.

q New kiosks will be placed in the
valley, complete with regional trail-
maps and information.

And, finally, some members of the Jasper
Trails Project Working Group will continue
to assist in prioritizing the implementation
of the trail plan. The structure and role of
this group is in the works.
